�� Artwork should be submitted to Downtown Artworks (67 Main Street), or Plymouth Chamber of 
Commerce office (1 Foster Street), or Plymouth Parks & Recreation office (Plymouth Elementary 
School) no later than  Wednesday, September 19, 2007 .   

�� Paintings and drawings in any media must be suitably matted or framed and ready to hang  with 
hooks or wires.  Artwork that cannot be hung may not be displayed. 

�� Artwork should be identified on the back with student’s name, grade, school, and art title. 
�� Works submitted must have been created within the last 12 months. 
�� Signed application must accompany all works.  However, application form must be separate from 

artwork.  Please do not attach registration form to  the back of artwork.  
�� The Chamber of Commerce will present awards on the day of the show at 2 pm in the Gazebo on the 

Town Common. 
�� All participants will receive ribbons in some form (1st, 2nd, 3rd, etc…) from the art show, and the top two 

in each grade will receive cash prizes. 
�� Artwork should be picked up no later than 4 pm  on the Town Common on  Saturday, September 

29, 2007.
